¶ Using cardboard pieces, carefully scoop up mer-

cury-containing glass pieces and powder.  

¶ Place glass and powder in a plastic bottle/

container.  

¶ Seal container with duct tape and label "mercury 

waste."  

¶ Place container and cleanup supplies 

(contaminated tape, cardboard and gloves, etc.) 

in a plastic bag, seal and label "mercury waste." 

¶ Place bag in a second plastic bag, seal and label 

"mercury waste." 

Your sealed container of ñmercury wasteò and other 

mercury containing items are accepted during Anne

In 1905, 11-year-old Frank Epperson left 

a mixture of powdered soda, water, and a 

stirring stick in a cup on his porch. It was 

a cold night, and Epperson awoke the 

next morning to find a frozen pop. He 

called it the "Epsicle." 

 

It was a hit with his friends at school, and later with 

his own kids. They constantly called for 

"Pop's  'sicle." So in 1923, Epperson changed the 

name and applied for a patent. A couple of years 

later, Epperson sold the rights to the brand name 

Popsicle® to the Joe Lowe Company in New York.

¶ Board approval is required to hold a Yard Sale on any of the communityôs 

common areas, including the Play Ground and the grassy areas along Walnut 

Ridge Drive.  When requesting approval from the Board, please send an email 

to the Board at board@walnutridgeonline.org in sufficient time to allow for the Boardôs response. 

¶ Board approval is also required to hold a Yard Sale in any parking area within the Association-owned 

streets (Almond, Hazel Nut, Peach or Tanook).  Again, when requesting approval from the Board, 

please send an email to the Board at board@walnutridgeonline.org in sufficient time to allow for the 

Boardôs response. 

¶ Approval is not needed to hold a Yard Sale in a residentôs own yard. 

¶ If a Yard Sale will be held in a residentôs own yard, inform your neighbors of your intention to hold 

the Yard Sale by providing to them, in advance, the date(s) and time(s) of your sale. Residents should 

be courteous to their neighbors and not let shoppers trespass onto other residentsô property. 

¶ Vehicular traffic cannot be impeded on our streets and Yard Sale shoppers are not to park in other resi-

dentsô designated parking spaces. 

¶ Inform D..H. Bader Management Company (jsheehy@dhbader.com) of the date(s) and time(s) of your 

planned Yard Sale. 

¶ If you post signs anywhere in the Community or on our County roads or intersections, be sure to re-

move them when your sale ends.

 I couldnôt help but notice the way some of our 

residents are responding to environmental concerns 

by changing their plantings around their homes. Iôve 

seen grass replaced with low maintenance plantings 

and lawn features.  

 Iôve even seen a fruit and vegetable garden 

growing on Peach Court. Well maintained and cared 

for plants can be decorative as well as healthy.  Can 

you sneak in small plantings of herbs and vegetables?  

Container gardens on decks?   

 

Suggestions for a positive environmental footprint: 
 

¶ Talk to your children about protecting our green and 

living plantings. 

¶ Consider edible plantings to improve your environ-

mental footprint. 

 

Does Your Home Have Curb Appeal? 

Considerations for creating that special ñcurb appealò  

¶ Cut and rake the grass; fill and seed any bare patches. 

¶ Any tree or bush overgrown or so large that it blocks windows or doorways should be trimmed 

back. 

¶ After trimming, add a few bright annuals for color interspersed with the bushes. 

¶ Inspect the concrete steps in front of your home.  You might be surprised at the amount of 

ñmildewò that has accumulated over the years on the concrete.  A bucket of warm water, a little 

bleach, a bristle brush might be all that you need to remove the mildew from the steps. 

¶ Wash windows and replace any cracked or broken glass. 

¶ Weed and edge the garden. 

¶ Bridge gaps in foundation plantings with bright annuals in containers. 

¶ Remove and repair flaking paint from the exterior of your home, deck, trim, fence, storage shed 

and repaint.  

¶ Keep your lawn clear of bikes, toys, gardening tools, flyers and other clutter. 

¶ Be sure your trash and recycle containers are out of sight.
